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Brook McIlroy Planning + Urban Design/Pace Architects (BMI/Pace) was retained 
by the Township of Seguin to undertake a Visioning Exercise and Design Study for 
Orrville. ! e Study included four community working sessions to gather input: Kick-O"  
Meeting with Taskforce members (September 5th, 2008), Public Visioning Workshop 
#1 (November 1st, 2008), Public Meeting (November 28th, 2008) and Public Meeting/
Visioning Workshop #2 (February 6th, 2009). 

! e Visioning and Design Exercise is a guiding plan for the Township's future growth. 
! e importance of retaining Orrville's existing context, scale, character and heritage was 
a key issue in the preparation of this document. 

! is document provides the guiding principles and recommendations for the Village of 
Orrville and summarizes the Public Visioning Workshops. 

1.1  Context

! e Orrville Settlement Boundary is approximately 730 acres. Orrville is situated among 
thriving forests and numerous lakes including Duck Lake and Maple Lake. Development 
has followed Highway 518 which runs through Orrville and bends to form the centre of 
the community. Forbes Street, Faulkner Street, Pioneer Street, Charles Street, Star Lake 
Road and Sugar Lake Road connect the adjacent residential areas to Highway 518. 

1 . 0  I n t r o d u c t i o n

Figure 01: Orrville is situated north east of Humphrey in the Township of Seguin.
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1.2  Study Process

! e Village of Rosseau, Humphrey, Foley, Orrville (Christie) and half of Monteith were 
amalgamated in 1998 to form Seguin Township. Upon amalgamation each Township 
and Village continued to operate using their individual Zoning By-laws and O$  cial 
Plans. In order to ensure a consistent approach to planning across the Township, a new 
O$  cial Plan was adopted on January 9, 2006 and a new Zoning By-law (2006-125) 
was passed on September 18, 2006 and approved by the Ontario Municipal Board on 
October 22, 2007. 

Visioning and Design Studies were completed for Humphrey and the Village of 
Rosseau in 2007 and 2008 respectively. ! e Township of Seguin has retained BMI/
Pace to complete a Visioning Exercise and Design Study for Orrville that will assist the 
Township in preparing a plan for the public realm and a vision for the private lands 
in the community. A Taskforce of volunteers was assembled to assist BMI/Pace by 
participating in a Kick-O"  Meeting and the Visioning Workshop. In preparation for 
the Visioning Workshop, Taskforce members met with Township Sta"  and BMI/Pace to 
discuss Orrville's key assets, issues and/or concerns.

1.3  Object ive

! e Visioning Exercise, speci® cally the guiding principles and recommendations outlined 
in Section 2.0, will assist in informing future design guidelines, bylaws and other policy 
documents to help achieve coordinated, appropriate growth in Orrville.

1.4.2  Community Concerns and Issues

! e Community's top 5 concerns/issues are:

1. !  e ªVillageº of Orrville

· !  ere is a desire to be renamed the Village of Orrville and to connect to the 
vibrant past of the community in order to enhance the sense of community 
and Village pride.

· !  e bend of Highway 518 is seen as the centre of the community and should 
be developed as the ªVillage Centre.º

· Arrival to Orrville should be identi® ed through signage, street trees, etc. 

2. Streets for Pedestrians

· Pedestrian pathways are fragmented throughout Orrville. Additional pathways 
are needed to connect the community to promote alternative modes of travel 
and enhance pedestrian safety.

· Tra$  c calming measures should be explored along Highway 518 to slow tra$  c 
and increase pedestrian safety and comfort.

3. Enhanced Public Realm Amenities

· In addition to pedestrian pathways, improved lighting and signage are elements 
residents would like to see to enhance the character of the Village.

4. Activities for Seniors and Youth

· !  ere are a variety of activities for seniors and youth but there is little overlap. 
Additional activities that unite the two groups will help foster a sense of 
community.

5. Family Housing

· Orrville is regarded as an a" ordable place to live and some residents would like 
to ensure that new housing or development maintains this image.

! e development of Orrville has followed Highway 518, and the geographic centre of 
the community is located at the bend in Highway 518. Opportunities exist to develop 
the centre of the community and strengthen the sense of community through improved 
pedestrian amenities such as signage, lighting, seating and pathways. Gateway signage 
and tra$  c calming treatments at the entrances to Orrville (along Highway 518) will 
help signify entry into the community and slow tra$  c to improve pedestrian comfort 
and safety. 

! e following guiding principles are a result of the workshop discussions. 

1.  Develop a community identity for the ªVillage of Orrville.º
 Renaming Orrville to the ªVillage of Orrvilleº will help foster community identity 

and pride. Pedestrian amenities throughout the Village will also help to create the 
village feel for Orrville. 

2.  Enhance pedestrian comfort and safety through improvements to the public 
realm.

 Pedestrian comfort and safety throughout Orrville is important to promote 
alternative modes of travel to community destinations. Enhancements to the public 
realm will focus on improved lighting and pathways around Orrville.

3.  Promote eco-friendly development.

 Creating a carbon-free community that supports eco-friendly development will 
create opportunities for economic growth and create a sustainable community that 
attracts residents and tourists throughout the year.

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3.1 Exist ing Condit ions and    
 Recommendat ions

3.1.1  Streetscape Elements

Existing: Currently there are limited streetscape amenities in 
Orrville such as sidewalks, signage, pedestrian scaled lighting, 
etc.

Recommendations: Lighting, improved signage, gateway features, 
pathways and tra$  c calming mechanisms should be provided in 
Orrville to create streets for pedestrians and increase pedestrian 
comfort and safety.

3.1.2  Natural Heritage & Open Space

Existing: ! e Orrville community has a strong connection to 
the surrounding natural environment. In addition to the natural 
environment, the ªGreen Villageº and the baseball diamond 
are key community open spaces that should be maintained and 
improved. 

Recommendations: Strategies to ensure the natural heritage of 
the area is protected should be explored. ! e ªGreen Villageº and 
baseball diamond should be improved to include opportunities 
for passive and active recreation. Creating a skating rink at the 
baseball diamond would help to attract local families and be a 
gathering space in winter months. 

3.1.3  Pathways  

Existing: Orrville is connected through a network of existing 
pathways. ! e pathway network is disjointed and poses safety 
concerns for many residents due to the lack of continuity and 
lighting. 

Recommendations: Lighting on a case-by-case basis should be 
explored on pathways to enhance pedestrian comfort and safety. 
Additionally, new pathways should be developed to improve 
community connectivity and promote walking and cycling as 
modes of travel to community destinations. A pathway along 
Highway 518 is desired to provide a safe, direct connection to the 
Orrville Community Centre.

3 . 0  A n a l y s i s  o f  E x i s t i n g  C o n d i t i o n s

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3.1.4  Highway 518 Bend

Existing: ! e Highway 518 bend forms the centre of Orrville. 
Highway 518 is currently under construction and improvements 
to the bend have been proposed by the Ontario Ministry of 
Transportation (MTO).

Recommendation: Work with the MTO proposal to develop the 
Highway 518 bend as the ªVillage Centre.º A variety of options 
should be considered for treatment of the road at the Village 
Centre including a round-about (please refer to Section 4.1). 
! e re-con® guration of the Highway 518 bend presents a great 
opportunity to further develop that area as the village centre with 
open space for residents to gather, interact and recreate.

3.1.5  Community Uses

Existing: ! e community is comprised of low-rise residential 
homes with some small businesses. ! ere are young families with 
children and long-term residents. Opportunities to improve and 
include community uses to foster interaction between the young 
families and older residents is a key priority. Also, there is a lack of 
places for young people to go.

Recommendation: Community uses and facilities should be 
improved in Orrville to facilitate community gathering and 
strengthen the sense of community. Additional uses may include: 
a skating rink, recreational pathways and trails, retail uses and a 
gym.

3.1.6  Built Form

Existing: ! e existing built form is low-rise residential. Orrville 
consists mainly of rural, 1-2 storey family housing. Generally, 
dwellings are clad with white wood siding.

Recommendation: New built form should be in keeping with the 
existing low-rise family housing. Large ªmonsterº homes are not 
part of the rural family village feeling in Orrville and should not 
be encouraged.

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! e following sections provide an overview of public and private 
realm design criteria derived from the guiding principles. ! ese 
guidelines should be further expanded on in Urban Design 
Guidelines.  

5.1  Publ ic Realm   
! e Public Realm is comprised of the elements of the urban 
environment accessible to the public and controlled by the 
Township including roads, open spaces and parkland.

5.1.1  Street Furniture
A coordinated street furniture strategy along Highway 518 will 
identify arrival into Orrville, improve the pedestrian realm and 
help to slow tra$  c. Streetscape amenities should also be provided 
at public open spaces and in the ªVillage Centre.º

A coordinated streetscape strategy will promote a sense 
of place and should be focused along Highway 518 and 
in the ªVillage Centre.º 
A collection of street furniture should be selected for 
its durability, compatibility with the local climate, and 
availability for additional purchases in the future. 
Colours and materials of street furniture should be 
coordinated. Painted ® nishes should be avoided where 
possible, natural ® nishes will minimize maintenance 
requirements.
Street furniture should be provided outside publicly 
accessible buildings, at parks and open spaces, and 
at lookout locations along existing and proposed 
pathways. 
Pedestrian scaled lighting along Highway 518 should 
be included to promote safety, encourage walking to 
community destinations and, when integrated with 
other tra$  c calming mechanisms, help slow tra$  c.
Contrasting and textured concrete or brick paving at 
key crossings (i.e. the Community Centre, the ªVillage 
Centreº) should be explored to aid in tra$  c calming.
Directional lighting should be utilized to reduce light 
pollution and conserve energy.
Light standards that incorporate banners and/or planters 
should be explored to enhance the village image.
Recycling/waste receptacles should be located in 
conjunction with seating throughout the community 
and be ªwildlife proof.º
Bicycle racks should be constructed of a high quality, 
durable material. Single locking ring and post design is 
recommended.

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5.1.2 Public Art 
Public art creates character and identity, contributing to the 
overall atmosphere and history of a location. Local artists should 
be encouraged to develop public art pieces for permanent or 
temporary display at key locations throughout Orrville. 

Public art designed by local artisans is encouraged at key 
locations throughout Orrville. Recommended locations 
include sites of cultural signi® cance or high-use areas.
! e ªVillage Centreº should include public art, plaques 
and interpretive signage that relate to Orrville's vibrant 
history. 
Weather protected community boards should be of a 
consistent design and placed in key areas throughout 
Orrville (i.e. the Community Centre, the ªVillage 
Centreº, Duck Lake Store).

5.1.3 Signage/Gateway Features
High quality signage is a key element in the creation of a village. 
Signage and gateway/entry features will help to signal arrival into 
the Village and slow tra$  c. 

Gateway signage and street trees should be provided 
along Highway 518 to calm tra$  c and signify entry into 
Orrville. ! ese features could be a sign or a change in the 
design of the street itself (i.e. landscaping, street trees, 
lighting).
Hand-crafted signs of wood and wrought iron are 
preferred over commercial, back-lit signs.

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5.1.4  Tra!  c Mitigation
To slow tra$  c and improve pedestrian safety and comfort 
without compromising the function of the road, tra$  c mitigation 
techniques are recommended along Highway 518. ! is could 
include: 

Contrasting and textured concrete or brick paving;
Street furniture;
Street tree planting; and,
Pedestrian pathways along Highway 518.

5.1.5 Natural Heritage, Pathways & Trails
! e natural environment and existing pathways and trails are 
valuable assets to the Orrville community. Improvements and 
additions to the existing pathway and trail system will increase 
connectivity throughout the area and promote alternative modes 
of travel including walking and cycling.

Protect the existing surrounding natural environment 
(outside of the settlement area) through setbacks, zoning 
and design guidelines.
Ensure that additional open space, pathways, trails and 
buildings integrate with and preserve the natural heritage 
setting.
Trails should be designed to safely accommodate multiple 
modes of travel such as ATV's and snowmobiles. 
A cycling/walking pathway adjacent to Highway 518 
should be explored to promote safety and encourage 
alternative modes of travel.
Lighting and signage should be incorporated along 
existing and proposed pathways to promote pedestrian 
safety. Lighting on pathways should be determined on 
a case-by-case basis, particularly where lighting may 
disturb natural habitats, have high maintenance costs or 
where lighting pathways at night may be unsafe.
! e ªVillage Centreº at the bend of Highway 518 should 
be developed as a gathering space for residents with 
benches and public art.

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5.1.6 Sustainability
In order to promote Orrville as a eco-friendly, carbon-free Village, 
a number of sustainable technologies should be included in any 
future improvements. A focus on sustainable development will 
protect the surrounding natural environment and draw tourists 
and residents to the community.

Sustainable technologies should be integrated into new 
development. For example, green/porous pavers should 
be used in parking areas and swales and naturalized 
landscaped areas should be integrated into park and 
open space design to treat stormwater at its source.
Wind turbines should be explored as a way to generate 
power to local community amenities. Similarly, street 
lights that are powered by solar energy should be explored 
as an alternative to traditional street lights. 
Orrville should develop streets for people to promote 
walking as a primary mode of travel throughout the 
Village.

5.1.7 Community Uses
! e Orrville Community Centre is the heart of the community 
and is used as a community gathering place for many residents.  
Additional activities and events should be planned for the 
community, at the Community Centre and at other locations in 
the Village, to encourage interaction between residents of all ages 
and to strengthen the sense of community.

A balance between economic growth and the maintenance 
of the natural environment outside of the settlement area 
should be a top priority for Orrville.  
Increased social and recreational programs should be 
examined for community residents. A gym facility at 
the Community Centre is one example. Additionally, 
activities that unite Orrville's seniors and children should 
be introduced.
As the children of the community age, facilities for youth 
should be established in Orrville including an outdoor 
rink, skateboard park and/or sports ® elds.

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5.2 Private Realm: Bui l t  Form Elements  
  
! e Private Realm refers to private property and its quality is 
shaped by each property owner within the requirements of the 
Townships development policy framework. Elements that directly 
a" ect the Public Realm are most relevant.

5.2.1 Mix of Land/Village Uses
To promote economic development in Orrville the mix of land/
village uses needs to expand. A balance between the natural 
environment and economic growth should be made that ensures 
the protection and utilization of the areas natural heritage.

Opportunities to encourage Bed & Breakfast 
establishments and year-round businesses should be 
explored.
Eco-friendly food production and farms should be 
examined as a way to generate economic activity and 
utilize the natural environment. 

5.2.2  New Construction, Additions and Renovations
! e development of new built form will help de® ne Orrville 
as a Village. Generally, new development should be in keeping 
with existing low-rise buildings, typically smaller single-family 
dwellings. New development should be similar in size and price 
point to attract young families to the area.

New development in Orrville should utilize sustainable 
technologies including green paving, on-site stormwater 
management and sustainable building materials. 
Building heights should not exceed 2 storeys. Detailed 
recommendations regarding building height and where 
exceptions for taller structures may apply should be 
established through Urban Design Guidelines and 
Zoning requirements. 
! e conversion of building use from residential to 
commercial should be encouraged to maintain the 
existing village scale. Architectural control or incentives 
should be put in place to ensure commercial buildings 
are consistent with the existing character of the 
community. 
Additions to an existing building should have compatible 
building heights and massing. Special consideration 
should be given to match existing and adjacent roof 
forms, windows and  ̄oor levels. 
! e Township should consider land banking for senior's 
housing within Orrville.

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5.2.3  Village Centre    
! e ªVillage Centreº of Orrville will be developed over time. 
New building in® ll should address the street to create a village 
environment. Buildings should also be encouraged to front onto 
public open space in the ªVillage Centre.º

5.2.4  Lot Size
Orrville is characterized by single detached housing on relatively 
small lots. New development should maintain the ® ne grain lot 
fabric in order to ensure new built form is respectful of the existing 
context. 

Minimize consolidation of lots to retain the existing scale 
and character of Orrville.
Where lots are consolidated, new buildings must be 
sited and designed to retain the existing scale of Orrville 
through the height of proposed buildings and the 
detailing and articulation of fa%ades and roo ̄ines.

5.2.5 Architectural Character
! e architectural character of buildings will contribute to the 
overall image of the Village. 

! e scale and character of the Orrville should be retained 
and new development should be in keeping with the 
existing low-rise scale. 
Residential homeowners and retailers should be 
encouraged to upgrade buildings and visible yards to 
contribute to a high quality village atmosphere.
To ensure fully accessible buildings an at-grade entry that 
limits the need for steps and ramps should be maintained 
or established for existing and proposed buildings.
Canopies, awnings and recessed entrance ways are 
encouraged. Recessed entrance ways provide additional 
opportunities for glazed shop front displays and weather 
protection
Material and architectural details should re ̄ect the 
existing Village. Appropriate materials include: brick, 
stone and wood siding. 
In general, stucco (unless as accent), metal panelling, 
architectural concrete block and mirrored glass should 
be avoided.
Roof forms and heights should be generally consistent 
and provide reasonable transitions of height and form 
with existing roo ̄ines.
Pitch roo ̄ines are preferred for new buildings, however 
where  ̄at or sloped roo ̄ines demonstrate reasonable 
architectural quality and meet the requirements of the 
Ontario Building Code (i.e. snow loads) these should 
be permitted.
